ANNOUNCEMENT - NAJAVA

Vladimir Devidé Haiku Award was founded by His Excellency Dr Drago Stambuk
Croatian Ambassador to Japan (2005-2010) and launched in Osaka, Japan, in 2011, in
honour of the Croatian University professor, mathematician and Japanologist
Vladimir Devidé. It was organized by The International Academic Forum, as part of
the 1¢t Asian Conference on Literature and Librarianship, and was held yearly until
2018 since when it was on hiatus. From its beginning in 2011 the competition
constantly grew in size and importance and in 2018 more than 700 poets from 71
countries took part. Through the efforts of Dr Stambuk and with the support of
Vladimir Devidé’s widow as well as the Japanese Embassy in Croatia and the
University of Zagreb, the award is now being relaunched in Zagreb, Devidé’s
birthplace, under the auspices of The Croatian Writers” Association.

The jury will be headed by His Excellency Dr Drago Stambuk, Croatian Ambassador
to Iran. The members will be noted haiku poets Tomislav Mareti¢ and Nikola
DPuretic.

When and where will the results be announced?

The names of the winner, the runners up, as well as commended poets of the 9t
Vladimir Devidé Haiku Award will be formally announced on Devidé’s death day,



2274 August. The presentation of the diplomas will be held at a later date in the
Croatian Writers' Association. The results will also be published on the CWA's
website.

What are the prizes?

The winner, runners up and those commended by the jury, will receive diplomas
and their work will be published as a limited edition almanac.
